4. Working towards a diploma or degree in therapeutic recreation is an asset. 
5. Keen interest and experience working with the elderly is an asset.

1. Observe and practice all safety rules and regulations. 
2. Assist in implementing recreation programs and one to one visits with residents. 
3. Facilitate calls with family and residents through phone, FaceTime, Skype and/or Zoom.
