1. Proven experience in building and grounds security.  Excellent observation skills and a vigilant 
attitude required. 

2. Aptitude for observation of mechanical equipment and the ability to interpret fluctuations or 
interruptions in service and manage according to policies and procedures provided by the 
Facility/Maintenance Manager. 

3. Basic understanding and/or aptitude of principles of various technical vocations (plumbing, 
electricity, heating, etc.) 

4. Basic computer skills including working knowledge of Windows.
